VILLAGE OF PALMER

MINUTES

WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 11TH, 2024

Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof by publication in the Palmer Journal and by posting in 3 places; the designated method of giving notice.  Advance notice of the meeting was also given to the Chair and the Board of Trustees.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice.  All proceedings hereby shown were taken while the meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT: Michael Thompson, Kevin Bremer, Anthony Eckstrom, Charlie Berney, and Mickey Davis.

The Chair opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m. and stated that the Open Meetings Act is posted on the west wall of the Village Office where the Village Board of Trustees meet and is available to the public.

Motion by Eckstrom, seconded by Berney to approve the minutes of the August 14th regular meeting, the August 12th special meeting, the August 13th special meeting, and the August 28th special meeting.  All members present voted “AYE”.  Motion carried. 

Board Chair Thompson declared the Public Hearing for the FY 2024-2025 budget opened at 6:32 PM, and opened the floor for public comment.

With no public comment being made, Board Chair Thompson closed the Public Hearing for the FY 2024-2025 budget at 6:34 PM.  

Motion by Bremer, seconded by Berney, to approve the proposed FY2024-25 Budget. All members present voted “AYE”.  Motion carried.

Motion by Eckstrom, seconded by Davis to approve the Resolution 2024-4 setting the Property Tax Request. All members present voted “AYE”.  Motion carried  

Motion by Davis, seconded by Berney, to increase the restricted funds authority by an additional one percent (1%). All members present voted “AYE”.  Motion carried.

Trustee Davis introduced Ordinance No. 277 and moved the statutory requiring reading on three different days be suspended. Trustee Eckstrom seconded the motion to suspend the rules, and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Trustees voted AYE: Eckstrom, Berney, Bremer, Davis. NAYS: None. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by unanimous vote of the board, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance. 

Said ordinance was then read by title, and thereafter Trustee Bremer moved for the final passage of the ordinance, the motion was seconded by Trustee Davis. The chair stated the question, “Shall Ordinance No. 277 be passed and adopted?” Upon roll call vote, the following Trustees voted AYE: Eckstrom, Davis, Berney, Bremer.  NAYS: None. The passage and adoption of said ordinance, having been concurred in by unanimous vote of all the members of the Village Board, the Chair declared the ordinance adopted and the Chair, in the presence of the Board, signed and approved the ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.

ORDINANCE NO. 277

AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE 2024-2025 BUDGET STATEMENT TO BE TERMED THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATION BILL; TO APPROPRITE SUMS FOR NECESSARY EXPENSES AND LIABILITIES; TO ASK FOR THE FOLLOWING PROPERTY TAX REQUEST; AND TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CHAIR AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF PALMER, NEBRASKA.

SECTION 1.

That after complying with all procedures required by law, the budget presented and set forth in the budget statement is hereby approved as the Annual Appropriation Bill for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2024 through September 30, 2025.  All sums of money contained in the budget statement are hereby, appropriated for the necessary expenses and liabilities of the Village of Palmer, Nebraska.

SECTION 2.

Nebraska Revised Statute 77-160.02 provides that the property tax request for the prior year shall be the property tax request for the current year for purposes of the levy set by the County Board of Equalization unless the Governing body of the Village of Palmer, Nebraska passes by a majority vote by ordinance setting the tax request at a different amount.

A special public hearing was held as required by law to hear and consider comments concerning the property tax request.

The Village Board of Trustees, by a majority vote, set the 2024-2025 property tax request at $171,563.65.  The tax levy for bond payment is set at 0.173710 and the property taxes for all other none bond purposes is set at 0.450000  General Fund:  $123,781.40 and Bond Fund:  $47,782.25.  A copy of this Ordinance, after passage by the Village Board of Trustees and attested by the Village Clerk will be forwarded to the Merrick County Clerk prior to September 30, 2024.

SECTION 3.


A copy of the budget document shall be forwarded as provided by law to the Auditor of Public Accounts, State Capitol, Lincoln, Nebraska, and to the County Clerk of Merrick County Nebraska for use by the levying authority.

SECTION 4.


This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force after its passage, approval and publication or posting as required by law.

RESOLUTION SETTING THE PROPERTY TAX REQUEST

RESOLUTION NO. 2024-4

WHEREAS, Nebraska Revised Statute 77-1632 and 77-1633 provides that the Governing Body of the Village of Palmer passes by a majority vote a resolution or ordinance setting the tax request; and

WHEREAS, a special public hearing was held as required by law to hear and consider comments concerning the property tax request;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Governing Body of the Village of Palmer resolves that:

1.
The 2024-25 property tax request be set at:

General Fund: $ 123,781.40

     Bond Fund: $ 47,782.25

2.
The total assessed value of property differs from last year’s total assessed value by 20.8 percent.

3.
The tax rate which would levy the same amount of property taxes as last year, when multiplied by the new total assessed value of property would be 0.546236 per $100 of assessed value.

4.
The Village of Palmer proposes to adopt a property tax request that will cause its tax rate to be 0.623710 per $100 of assessed value.

5.
Based on the proposed property tax request and changes in other revenue, the total operating budget of the Village of Palmer will increase or decrease last year’s budget by -33.29% percent.

A copy of this resolution will be certified and forwarded to the County Clerk on or before October 15, 2024.
